E-Verify Questions and Answers Related to

Alabama Community College System (ACCS) Institutions
1. Does an AFFIDAVIT OF ALABAMA IMMIGRATION LAW COMPLIANCE need to be obtained for every contract employee?

No.  A contract with an individual hired at a college or institution employee and paid through the institution’s payroll process does not require an affidavit.
2. Our Institution contracts with numerous individuals who are not Institution employees.  How do we determine what individuals and contractors are subject to the E-Verify requirements?
Form W-9 provided to the Institution by the contract employees or contractors has a Taxpayer Identification Number in Part I.  If an Employer Identification Number is entered in Part I, the contract employee or contractor may be subject to enrollment in the E-Verify program.  (If a Social Security Number is entered in Part I of the W-9, assume an affidavit is not required for the individuals, contract employees, or contractors.)
3. Does the entire E-Verify Memorandum of Understanding document need to be submitted with the affidavit?

The law requires that documentation of enrollment in the E-Verify program is attached to the affidavit.  The signature page(s) at the end of the E-Verify Memorandum of Understanding provides that documentation.
4. Are an affidavit and documentation of enrollment in the E-Verify program required for a contractor who was awarded a one-year contract effective July 1, 2011?
Section 9 of the new immigration law that contains the E-Verify requirements for the award of any contract, grant, or incentive is effective January 1, 2012.

5. How do we start the process of determining which contractors will need to provide the affidavits?

Obtain a listing of contractors coded according to the Fiscal Procedures Manuel.  Form W-9 will identify contractors or business entities with an Employer Identification Number.
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
