Two-Year Transfer Scholarships available for ACCS grads 

In 2008-09, ACCS colleges implemented a new board policy designed to offer more college access to lower income students, awarding at least one-third of the total value of all institutional scholarships/waivers to students based on financial need. All told, more than 18,000 institutional scholarships/waivers were awarded in 2008-2009.

In a new program instituted last fall, $1 million was made available by the Legislature to support the Two-Year Transfer Scholarship Program, allowing up to 1,000 scholarships inclusive of tuition and fees for two-year college degree earners transferring to Alabama State University or Alabama A&M University to earn a baccalaureate degree. 
The Transfer Scholarship Program is open to any graduate of an ACCS community or technical college. ASU and A&M will determine the criteria for who will receive the scholarships.
