Athens State University 
Athens State University is the bachelor degree granting institution of the Alabama Community College System.  As Alabama's only upper division university, and one of only five such institutions in the country, course work is offered at the junior and senior level through day, evening, weekend and online classes.  Athens State is Alabama’s oldest institution of higher education, and has been preparing graduates for professional careers, graduate school, and lifelong learning for 188 years.   

Athens State’s student body is comprised of undergraduates enrolled from 56 of Alabama’s 67 counties, as well as out-of-state and international students.  Of the new students enrolling for the fall 2009 semester, 77% transferred from colleges within the Alabama Community College System.  Also in 2009, total enrollment reached a record-breaking peak with a student body of over 3,500. 

Athens State is an important provider of educators for the entire state of Alabama. Some 33% of Athens’ graduates received their degrees from the College of Education, with 95% of those graduates receiving their teacher certification in 2008-09.

Three new majors, Acquisition and Contract Management, Enterprise Systems Management and Logistics and Supply Chain Management, were added to Athens State’s College of Business’ curriculum to instruct current and prospective students in support of north Alabama’s military Base Realignment and Closing (BRAC) workforce needs.
