Higher Ed Transfer Opportunities

Partnerships with four-year universities are yielding new ways for our two-year college graduates to transfer credits more easily and earn higher degrees. Some recent initiatives: 
· BAMALink - a partnership with the University of Alabama to provide two-year college graduates direct access to online courses and programs leading to a bachelor’s degree.
· eConnections -  a partnership between 15 ACCS colleges and Troy University enabling two-year college graduates access  to online courses and programs that will lead to a bachelor’s degree. 

· ACCS graduates with an AAS degree in Child Development may now pursue a bachelor’s degree at the University of Alabama in Early Childhood Education or in Human Development and Family Studies.
· The University of Alabama will now award credit to students who take the community colleges’ Foundations of Engineering I as one of the University’s Foundations course. This is an important first step in creating an engineering pipeline that will produce engineers desperately needed by employers.
