ADULT EDUCATION

Nearly 800,000 Alabamians who are sixteen years of age or older! and out of
school have neither graduated from high school, nor earned the State of
Alabama High School Equivalency Diploma; for them, this means fewer career
options, lower earning potential, and greater challenges in providing for their
families. At the Department of Postsecondary Education, we promote and fund
adult literacy education programs and services in all 67 of Alabama’s counties,
enabling every Alabamian to have an opportunity for a better life. During the
2008-2009 program year, we awarded a total of $18,764,882 to 26 local service
providers that constituted the framework of our statewide adult education
program.

Our students are diverse with various cultural and ethnic backgrounds, socio-
economic status, levels of English proficiency, prior knowledge, and life
experiences. Some adult learners come to us to prepare for the General
Educational Development (GED) Tests, others come to learn English, some
want to develop their reading and math skills to help their children and
families, while others may need to prepare for new job responsibilities. Their
reasons for attending our classes are as varied as the population itself.

All Adult Education services are provided at no cost to the student, with
flexibility in class offerings and schedules being a hallmark of our programs.
Our services even extend to students in institutionalized settings, including
state correctional facilities. Classes are offered during the day and evening, and
the instructional approaches range from direct teacher-to-student contact to
computer or online instruction.

GED TESTING

We are the administrator for the statewide GED testing programs. The GED
Tests, comprised of five battery tests (Mathematics, Social Studies, Science,
Language Arts Reading and Language Arts Writing), provide an opportunity for

those who did not graduate from high school to earn the State of Alabama High
School Equivalency Diploma, issued by the State Board of Education. Fifty-
three (53) official GED Test Centers are located around the state. Thirty-eight
of the centers are on the campuses of the public two-year colleges, and the
remaining centers are at four-year universities, county/city boards of
education, the Department of Youth Services, and the Alabama Institute for the
Deaf and Blind. Receiving neither federal nor direct state funding, the GED
testing program operates primarily on revenues generated from examinee test
fees. The cost for a first time examinee is $50 ($10 per battery).

2008 - 2009 Program Achievements

National Ranking

Hard work and a focus on continuous improvement resulted in better
instructional services to our students. In 2009, the U.S. Department of
Education ranked our program in the top five on seven critical outcomes, in the
top 10 on five, and in the top 20 on the remaining two.

Better Outcomes

During the program year, enrollment increased to 23,815, a 17% increase
compared to the previous year. Over 16,326 students advanced one or more
grade levels, a 21% increase. Three thousand nine hundred ninety-three
(3,993) adult education program students earned the State of Alabama High
School Equivalency Diploma (through GED testing), a 17% increase. And,
1,720 adult education program students entered postsecondary education or
training, a 31% increase.

New Funding Cycle and Funding Formula

In July 2009, the program began transitioning to an October through
September budget cycle so that funding would be aligned with Alabama’s fiscal
year. Awards to local service providers for the year beginning October 1, 2009,
were based on a new formula that evaluated factors such as performance,
enrollment, and geographic need.



Strengthening Partnerships

In late 2008, the State Board of Education directed the Department of
Education and the Department of Postsecondary Education to develop a
process that ensures high school dropouts are referred to local adult education
service providers. On September 3, 2009, the dropout referral program was
implemented; to date, more than 1,800 students have enrolled in the adult
education program.

Alabama High School Equivalency Diploma

During the program year, more than 12,000 persons were administered the
GED Tests. Of those, more than 6,530 passed the tests and were awarded the
State of Alabama High School Equivalency Diploma. During the same period,
the Department of Postsecondary Education issued over 21,000 duplicate
transcripts, certificates, and diplomas.

Reduced Fee for the GED Tests

Beginning October 1, 2009, the test fee for eligible adult education students
enrolled in our programs was reduced to $25. To date, the first-time pass rate
for this group of students is approximately 75% -- well above the general
population’s pass rate of approximately 60%.

Policy to Performance

Alabama is one of eight states selected by the U.S. Department of Education’s
Office of Vocational and Adult Education (OVAE) to participate in a national
Policy to Practice initiative. For the next twenty-five months, we will receive
federal assistance to develop programs, policies, and procedures that will
create multiple pathways for adults transitioning into Alabama’s public
two-year and four-year colleges and universities.

Professional Development

During the year, the Department of Postsecondary Education sponsored
several regional professional development workshops for faculty and
administrators. For the first time in over six years, an adult education
conference was held during the summer of 2009. This two-day event was
attended by over 650 adult education professionals from around the state.



Credit Hour Waivers for GED Recipients

In 2009, the State Board of Education created policy 805.03, allowing
institutions to waive tuition and fees for up to three (3) credit hours of
instruction for students who were awarded the State of Alabama High School
Equivalency Diploma on or after July 1, 2002. The waiver may be applied at
any Alabama Community College System institution except Athens State
University.

Accountability and Continuous Improvement

Work continued on developing a replacement adult education accountability
system. Phase I of the replacement project, scheduled to be completed by
Spring 2010, will satisfy the requirements of the National Reporting System for
Adult Education (NRS), allow for more in-depth analysis of the program down
to the classroom level, and help identify best practices. Phase II, which will
follow the completion of Phase I, will focus on creating on-line budgeting
capability. Linking programmatic data with budget information will lead to
greater program effectiveness and efficiency.

2009-2010 Priorities and Initiatives — Raising the Bar

We will:
1. Continue to increase the number of students served by our program.
2. Continue to increase the number of adult education program students

earning the Alabama High School Equivalency Diploma.

3. Continue to improve the quality of service, efficiency and return on
investment (ROI).

4. Increase awareness statewide of the range of Adult Education services
offered by our local service providers.

5. Continue to strengthen partnerships with community and faith based
organizations to extend the reach of adult services across Alabama.

Persistence and Hard Work Lead to Goal Achievement

Following her father’s death, Sharon quit high school. Many years later Sharon
realized, like many adult education students, that quitting school severely
limited her chances at a successful career. So, at forty years of age, married,
and the mother of two, Sharon enrolled in Northeast Alabama Community
College’s adult education program to better her life. Her ultimate career goal
was to become a teacher.

Eventually, Sharon passed the GED tests, was awarded the State of Alabama
High School Equivalency Diploma, and earned an associate degree from
Northeast. She later applied for and was hired as a teacher’s aide in the same
class she once attended as an adult education student. Following graduation
from Northeast, she was accepted into Athens State University’s education
program and awarded a tuition scholarship. Sharon completed a
baccalaureate degree at Athens State and was certified as a special education
teacher. She is currently employed by the DeKalb County Board of Education
as a special education teacher at Valley Head High School.

A Family Affair

Kim, the mother of two teenagers, proudly watched one of her sons receive the
Alabama High School Equivalency Diploma after attending Lurleen B. Wallace
Community College’s adult education program. With his credential in hand,
Kim’s son enrolled in LBW'’s air-conditioning and refrigeration program, and
will soon earn his associate degree. Kim had previously been awarded the
State of Alabama High School Equivalency Diploma, but believed she needed to
improve her math skills to meet entrance requirements for the nursing
program. With her son’s encouragement and support, she again enrolled in
LBW'’s adult education program to improve her math skills. With help from the
adult education program’s teachers, she was able to qualify for admission to
the nursing program. She expects to earn her certificate in practical nursing
soon.

Meet Shannon

Like so many in the textile industry, Shannon lost her job at Detroit Slacks due
to plant closure. She visited the local career center where she learned that the
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help she needed to improve her skills and pass the GED tests was available
through the local adult education program. She enrolled in Bevill State
Community College’s adult education program. For months, Ms. Polly Fowler,
a retired high school teacher, served as teacher and mentor to Shannon. Their
partnership and hard work was fruitful -- Shannon passed the GED Tests and
earned her State of Alabama High School Equivalency Diploma. With the
diploma in hand, Shannon enrolled in Bevill State’s Child Development
program. While attending college, she also worked as a teacher’s aide at
Fayette’s Head Start program. When Shannon graduated with an associate
degree in child development, her professional career took off. Not only did
Shannon become a Head Start teacher, she also was promoted to Family
Health Case Manager for the Head Start Center the following year. Not yet
done with her education, Shannon is now a senior at the University of Alabama
pursuing a baccalaureate degree in Human Development and Family Studies.
Shannon is most proud of the fact that she has demonstrated to her husband,
children, and friends that nothing is impossible if one is willing to work hard.
